BAI AGM Report 2011
As Clubs are well aware BAI has now published its Risk Management Guidelines. These were approved in March. A meeting was held prior to the commencement of the F2F in Melbourne last November, allowed the significant changes made to the document by NSW to be considered and discussed. 

BAI and Victorian delegates attended the Healthy Parks Healthy People Congress late last year. BAI endorsed the Melbourne Communique arising from the Congress meeting which can be found at http://www.healthyparkshealthypeoplecongress.org/
Work has continued on development of a training questionnaire to be completed by Clubs using monkey survey. The survey is to assess training needs of clubs. This was delayed to allow Clubs to complete this year's insurance questionnaire via monkey survey. 

The F2F in Melbourne was a worthwhile meeting. Both NSW delegates attended. It provided the opportunity for States to share and present on what each body is working upon and to discuss issues freely with other State bodies. In addition to each of the States the meeting was attended by Denis Page from the Federated Mountain Clubs (FMC) of New Zealand who gave an overview of the FMC, which is quite remarkable organization. Victoria and Queensland State bodies are doing some fantastic work. Victoria has received a grant to develop and promote the concept of Green Walking and the future walker. Queensland has developed a walks/activity database for its Clubs to access. There were a number of interesting sessions facilitated by Tony Walker, a strategy consultant from BWV, on "Engaging with Politicians & the Media" and "Commercial Activities, Tourism & Infrastructure in National parks, Reserves & Other Protected Areas". 
This year's F2F will be held in November in Tasmania, with a budget of $4500 allocated for this purpose. It is likely that it will be NSW's turn to host the 2012 F2F which will require some organisational effort on our part.
The Council approved the costs for BAI's President David Reid to attend FMC's Annual Conference in Wellington in July this year. 
As clubs will now be aware, BAI negotiated the successful renewal of both the Personal Accident and Public Liability policies with small increases.   
Arising from the F2F session facilitated by Tony Walker, BAI has now developed its policy on Commercial Development & Activities in National Parks. 
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
