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Barrington Tops National Park

A 4 tonne load limit has been applied to Tubrabucca Road.

There is currently no vehicle access to Mount Barrington.

Burraga Swamp Road is closed

Antarctic Beech Forest Track is partially closed because of various tree falls.

Some walking tracks and camping areas are closed because they are within a Phytophthora quarantine area.

Blue Mountains National Park

Breakfast lookout at Wentworth Falls is closed.

Access to Claustral Canyon via the usual route is still closed because of private land owners denying access.  NPWS has sought alternative access through private land without success.

Durak campsite at Euroka Picnic and Camping area at Glenbrook is closed for maintenance and upgrade until further notice.

A chemical spill on the Great Western Highway occurred on 26th October.  NPWS is advising people that the toxicity is low but visitors should not drink the water from Leura Cascades and Leura Falls Creek.
Part of Prince Henry Cliff Walk is closed west of Echo Point because of recent bush fires.

Roberts Pass at Leura is closed east of the Lindeman Pass junction due to a landslide.

Central Coast, Jilliby State Conservation Area

Middle Ridge Road is closed due to an infestation of Myrtle Rust.
A part of the Great North Walk is closed due to a potential spread of Myrtle Rust.  Signs indicate an alternative route.  
A part of Lemon Tree Forest Road is closed because of rain and vehicle activity.  A part of Red Hill Road is closed.

Central Coast, Sydney Region, Ku-ring-gai Chase National Park
Barrenjoey Lighthouse access Trail is closed until Christmas for maintenance work.
Newcastle and Hunter, Mount Royal National Park.

Mount Royal Road is open to 4WD only until further notice.

Mid North Coast, New England National Park

The bridge at Hickeys Creek Road is closed.

Kilprotay Road is closed from Mt Killiekrankie.

Central Coast, Watagans National Park

Click Creek Fire Trail is closed due to storm damage.
Road works are underway of Watagan Forest Road.

Wollemi National Park

The California Trail is closed due to road works.

The Bicentennial National Trail is closed between Glen Alice and Widden until further notice.

A part of the Coorangooba access road will be closed until 25th November to permit culvert works.

A part of the Martindale Trail is closed.
